This program may be of interest to anyone from older farmers 
seeking next-generation farmers to carry on a business or to those new to country life 
who may have an interest in leasing land for a small vegetable farm.

1. Landowners with a potential interest in having their land used for productive 
agriculture contact Winnakee. 
 
2. Farmers, young and old, with varying degrees of experience who are looking for land 
contact Winnakee. 
 
3. Winnakee meets with individuals to learn in detail about their interests and needs. 
 
4. We introduce potential farmers to landowners whose land may fit their requirements 
and vice versa. 
 
5. Winnakee provides supporting information on resources and general guidelines on 
various aspects of such an agreement.  
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
